CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Matter called the meeting to order at 7 pm 

INVOCATION AND PLEDGES OF ALLEGIANCE 

The invocation and Pledges of Allegiance were led by Cub Scout Pack 848 Mayor 
Matter thanked the two young scouts and gave them a Certificate of Appreciation He 
noted they were some of the youngest to do this for the City and thanked them again for 
an outstanding job 

ROLL CALL 

Mayor Matter announced that a quorum was present and that Councilmembers Denman 
and Stilwell were absent 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

The Minutes of the Regular Meeting of December 10, 2007 were presented for Council 
approval 

It was moved by Councilmember Johnson, seconded by Councilmember Swofford, that 
the minutes be approved 

Motion passed 5 - 0 

The Minutes of the Special Joint Meeting with the Planning Commission of December 
I I, 2007 were presented for Council approval 



It was moved by Councilmember Braun, seconded by Councilmember Swofford, that the 
minutes be approved 

Motion passed 5 - 0 

OPENING REMARKS 

Councilmember Johnson thanked the Fire Department for their great response during a 
recent call to her home 

Councilmember Braun acknowledged that City Staff did a good job moving City Hall last 
month The employees worked throughout a weekend so that City services were not 
interrupted, he said 

COUNCIL RECOGNITIONS AND PROCLAMATIONS 

Mayor Matter presented a $25,000 check to Lisa Hamilton of The Arts Alliance Center at 
Clear Lake Ms Hamilton thanked the City and said the annual student rodeo art exhibit 
starts next week Funds for the arts come from hotel/motel taxes 

A proclamation for Arbor Day was given to the Nassau Bay Garden Club by Mayor 
Matter After Mayor Matter read the document, proclaiming January 251'~ as Arbor Day in 
the City, members of the Garden Club accepted it and invited everyone to attend the 
ceremony on the 2ijth of the month in Ward Park Anne Adams, President, said this 
year's 0bSe~ance will be dedicated to the Mayor and Council for all their tree-planting 
efforts over the past years 

Members of Clear Creek Community Theatre were presented a $1500 check by Mayor 
Matter The group thanked Council for the donation and said that their next production is 
Death Trap It was also pointed out the name of the theatre has been changed from 
Clear Creek Country Theatre to Clear Creek Community Theatre which is more in 
keeping with the area the theatre serves Funds came from hotellmotel taxes 

Gene Hollier of the NASNClear Creek/Friendswood Go Texan Subcommittee of the 
Houston Livestock Show & Rodeo Scholarship Fund was given a $2500 check Mr 
Hollier thanked Mayor Matter and the Council and related the number of students 
receiving scholarships because of donations like this M r  Hollier informed the audience 
about coming rodeo events 

Tom Cochrane, Chair of the Community Relations Committee which selects the winners 
of the semi-annual CHRISTUS St John Scholarships, announced the names of those 
receiving scholarships for the Spring semester Those named were Brittany Birchfield, 
step-daughter of Police Chief Ron Wrobleski, Danielle Cashiola, daughter of Police 
Lieutenant Joey Cashiola, Sandra Cruz, daughter of Public Works Employee J R Cruz, 
and Lauran Briscoe, daughter of Public Works Director Phil Briscoe St John Hospital 
was thanked for its continuing generous donation to the children of City employees 

Closing his remarks, Mr Cochrane acknowledged Mr Bill Eberle who was present in the 
audience and was, for many years, the Chair of the committee Mr Cochrane said St 
John has given over $77k in scholarships to City employees and/or their children over 
the years 



Mayor Matter added that he has often referred to St John Hospital as the "crown jewel" 
of the City and these scholarships affirm this title 

REPORTS 

City Manager 

City Manager Kennedy referenced his two regular reports (see Exhibits " A  and " B  to 
these minutes for these reports) provided beforehand to Council and said he had no 
additional comments Mr Kennedy offered to answer any questions Council might have, 
There were none at this time 

City Attorney 

City Attorney Gregg said he had nothing to report at this time 

Committees 

Parks and Recreation Committee 

Re orting for Chair Geneva van Zijll, Roscoe Lee said the Committee met on December R 18' and recommended that the bid for the Lake Nassau boardwalk be awarded 

In other business, Mr Lee said the Committee discussed that it would like to have some 
additional trees planted around the sewer plant as screening 

Special Events Committee 

There was no report at this time 

Fire Department 

Fire Department President Rod Molyneau reported that the membership remains stable 
with 38 members, four of whom are administrative Mr Molyneau said the department 
had its highest number of calls this past year at 309 compared to the previous high of 
279 The department is getting ready for the move to the new building on Surf Court and 
will not try to recruit new members until we are settled in our new facility, Mr Molyneau 
said as he closed his remarks 

Planning Commission 

Planning Commission Chair Lee said the Commission met jointly with Council on 
December llth regarding the Griffin planned unit development Mr Lee gave a brief 
summary of the meeting (the minutes of this meeting were approved earlier in this 
Council meeting and were posted on the City's website) M r  Lee said the City and 
developer continue to work together on this complex issue and that both are trying to 
address the concerns of residents as they go forward 



Sub-committee on Flooding 

Mayor Matter said some inlets in the Basilan Lane area will be enlarged this month 

Sub-committee on Dredging 

Councilmember Denman was absent from the meeting but Mayor Matter reported that 
dredging work had been done in Clear Lake, Clear Creek, the end of the peninsula 
called Nassau Bay cut, and is near finishing the Cow Bayou area After that, the dredge 
will reposition and start in the Swan Lagoon area We hope to finish all areas before we 
run out of money, Mr Matter said, noting it was good to finally get this project behind us 

Sub-committee on NASA Parkway Enhancements 

Councilmember Johnson said Phase V of the NASA Parkway enhancement is doing well 
due to the cooler weather, 

With regard to the bypass work, Mrs Johnson said the good news is that the bypass 
should be done by this summer; however, reports are that the 1-45 connectors may take 
up to two years 

Street Committee 

There was no report at this time 

Economic Development Corporation 

Councilmember Braun said the EDC would meet on January ~ 8 ' ~  

Convention and Visitors Bureau 

There was no report at this time

Mayor Matter announced a Public Hearing for citizens during which time residents might 
address Council on any subject not on the agenda (During the course of the meeting,

1 Michie Coldwell, 18603 Martinique, said he supports redevelopment but has 
some concerns about Space Park Drive M r  Coldwell read an e-mail he had 
written about the issue and offered copies to anyone 

2 Jay Meyer, 1851 1 Kingstown Court, asked if traffic lights would be installed in the 
City with the coming redevelopment His question was answered with a "no." 

3 Ian Kress, 2803 Lighthouse, commented that bonds were being issued for the 
Griffin contract and stated that the wording appeared to be inaccurate Mr Kress 
asked if someone would comment now or later Mayor Matter thanked him for his 
comments and offered to discuss the matter with him at a later date, 

4 Grace Martinez, 2021 Harbour Drive, said NASA is currently building a "green" 



building and said "hooray for NASA and "boo to Nassau Bay" 

No one else spoke and the hearing was closed

Resolution Authorizing and Approving Publication of Notice of Intention to

City Secretary Jones read the caption of the resolution:

City Manager Kennedy said this authorizes the City to publish notice that it intends to 
issue debt and is part of the annual steps to be made when doing so 

Joe Morrow, the City's financial advisor, was present in the audience and was asked to 
come to the podium along with Finance Director Pattison 

There was a brief discussion about the expected interest rate with Mr Morrow saying it 
was at 4 10% last year and that municipal bonds are considered to be a safe investment 
Mr Morrow explained some of the steps to be followed in this process and said the 
annual audit will have to be done as a prerequisite to issuing the bonds 

It was moved by Councilmember Johnson, seconded by Councilmember Swofford, that 
the resolution be approved 

Motion passed 5 - 0 

Resolution Accepting Bid for Lake Nassau Boardwalk 

City Secretary Jones read the caption of the resolution:

City Manager Kennedy said that, as per Mr Lee's earlier report, the Parks Committee 
had met and is recommending award of this bid In an earlier City survey by the Parks 
Committee, residents had indicated they wanted a boardwalk at Lake Nassau The City's 
engineer, Claunch & Miller (CMI), recommends award to the low bidder, L&W LaFour 

Councilmember Haugen asked if the base bid without the alternate was being 
recommended Mr Kennedy said that was right and that the base bid was for synthetic 
materials to be used on the decking rather than treated wood because it lasts longer and 
looks better The alternate was for treated wood and, while we would have saved a little 
money, it was not a substantial amount We are recommending moving forward with the 
synthetic materials 

Councilmember Braun commented that most standard size wood is 8' in length and the 
specs show 7' Mr Braun asked if the 7' length was a manufactured standard length Mr 
Kennedy responded that he thought the lengths were 8' but the ra~ls on both sides would 
reduce the footpath to about 7' in width 

Councilmember Swofford asked how the amount of the bid compared to what was 
budgeted Mr Kennedy said the Parks Committee had been saving funds for five years, 
and this first project will use most of it The amount of the award is $99,112 00 

It was moved by Councilmember Johnson, seconded by Councilmember Swofford, that 
the resolution be approved, awarding the bid to L&W LaFour 

Motion passed 5 - 0 

Authorization for City Manager to Pay Invoice in Amount of $146,640 for 
City's Portion of Cost Sharing Agreement for Renovation of Southeast 
Water Purification Water Plant 

City Manager Kennedy said that Council had approved this action eleven months ago 
but, because it had been a while, he wanted to bring it back before Council Mr 
Kennedy said the City's portion had originally been estimated at $525,000 but Dave 
Kasper of CMI had been successful in getting the City's portion reduced a great bit 

The City Manager and Staff were commended by Council for working on this issue and 
the reduction in the amount the City owed 

The agenda fact sheet reflected that by the City remaining a shareholder in the plant, the 
City is able to purchase treated drinking water for approximately $0 55 per 1,000 gallons 
(about $1,070 per day) Had the City not been a shareholder, it would have been 
required to pay a rate of approximately $2,780 per day The proposed improvements are 
intended to provide a greater level of security from fire, power loss, sabotage, and to 
rehabilitate mechanical equipment 

It was moved by Councilmember Swofford, seconded by Councilmember Braun, that the 
City Manager be authorized to pay the invoice 



Motion passed 5 - 0

Ordinance Ordering May 10, 2008 City Officers Election 

City Secretary Jones read the caption of the ordinance (first of two readings):

AN ORDINANCE OF THE ClTY COUNCIL OF THE ClTY OF NASSAU BAY, 
TEXAS, ORDERING A REGULAR ClTY ELECTION TO BE HELD IN SAlD CITY

RUNOFF ELECTION TO BE HELD ON THE 7TH DAY OF JUNE 2008, FOR THE

PLACE; APPOINTING ELECTION OFFICIALS THEREFORE; PROVIDING

TO VOTE; PRESCRIBING A FORM OF THE BALLOT; PROVIDING A NOTICE 
OF ELECTION, CONTAINING OTHER PROVISIONS RELATED TO SAlD 
ELECTION; AND PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY 

Mayor Matter said this was the first reading of the ordinance calling the May election and 
asked if there were any objections to holding it over for second and final reading at the 
February meeting 

There were none and the ordinance was held over, 



Review of Interim NBTV Operational Guidelines and Appointment of 
Committee to Review the Organization and Volunteer Nature of the Station 
for Future Recommendations to City Council as May be Desired 

Mayor Matter opened the discussion saying that City Manager Kennedy was responsible 
for the day to day operations of the City and, as such, Nassau Bay Television Channel 
16 (NBTV) was under his direction 

Mayor Matter gave a brief history of the station relating how it began with a Powerpoint 
presentation by J B Fox in the 1990's and how it had evolved over time to video with 
Mike Magnan as the Station Director and John Neustadter as the Technical Director 

Continuing his comments, Mr Matter said he realized how much time these many 
volunteers contributed as the station evolved over the years and thanked Mr Magnan, 
Mr Neustadter, and others for their involvement, 

During this time, there have been no specific guidelines but rather a type of sand lot 
organization, Mayor Matter said Due to some e-mails and other things I have seen and 
observed, we are at a point where this needs to be changed, Mayor Matter said 

Citing the demise of the City's volunteer EMS organization, Mr Matter said the group fell 
apart due to internal issues at a great cost to the City We now have a paid EMS group 
Should something like this happen to our volunteer Fire Department, the City could not 
absorb the cost of paying firefighters Because of this potential, a committee was 
appointed by Council to meet regularly to discuss issues of the Fire Department Mayor 
Matter said he felt the committee had been very successful in helping to maintain a 
continuous number of active volunteers 

Continuing his comments, Mayor Matter said that NBTV is a volunteer group and is a 
helpful asset to the City, citing how it helped in instances like hurricanes It needs to be 
operating with guidelines and goals that are subject to Council oversight Referring to 
some recent issues, Mr Matter said a rehashing of various opinions will get us no place 
That will just build further emotional issues and do nothing to further resolution 

Mayor Matter said he proposes to take the high road to resolve the issues going forward, 
This is the only thing we can do as Mayor and Council The past is what it is, and it can't 
be changed We can change how issues get handled in the future That's why I asked 
that this be on the agenda this evening, Mr Matter said, stating he would like to propose 
the following: 

(At this time, Mayor Matter was interrupted by Jay Cross in the audience who said he 
wasn't familiar with the details being referred to Mayor Matter replied that he was 
making a presentation at this time and asked the man to be seated. Mr Cross continued 
his comments, asking the Mayor to give a recount of events Mayor Matter said he 
wasn't going into that, that he was making his presentation, and thanked him ) 

Mayor Matter said he would like to propose the appointment of a three member 
committee of Council with the assistance of City Manager Kennedy, as needed, to get 
input from other cities about how they manage their W stations and to take input from 
NBTV volunteers and citizens Folks who have issues to vent should be addressing 



them to this committee, Mayor Matter said 

Continuing his comments, Mayor Matter suggested the committee establish a formal 
policy manual, set rules, production guidelines, etc Mr Matter also suggested the 
committee establish a three member review board of individuals not involved with the 
station to be the final decision makers over any disagreement of the airing of a program 
It should take them about 4-6 weeks to do their job, Mr Matter said, and report back to 
Council 

At this time, Mayor Matter said he would open the floor for comments He asked 
speakers to keep their comments to about two minutes and that they keep their 
comments on the high road, rather than into the mud, noting we need to get the running 
of the station back on track 

Citizen Input: 

1 John Neustadter said he would summarize his lengthier written comments, 
saying that he agreed with the Mayor about getting the station back on track Mr 
Neustadter went on to describe a video entitled "Witches Coven at Nassau Bay" 
and explained why he thought it should have been shown, 

2 Judith Crowley, 18602 Capetown, said she had been told material about 
redevelopment couldn't be shown on the station, 

3 Jay Cross, 2021 Harbour Drive, took issue with what he stated was a lack of 
discussion about matters, stating there had been no chance to interact with 
Council or the Planning Commission Mr Cross said he wanted the facts and 
didn't feel this would happen with a committee He said he didn't particularly 
mean to interrupt Mayor Matter earlier but he thought that he wouldn't have a 
chance to find out what went on He closed his comments by stating he hoped 
NBTV would have a broad range of programs 

There were no more comments, and Mayor Matter closed the citizen input 

Mayor Matter said he would like to recommend Councilmembers Johnson, Swofford, 
and Denman be on the comm~ttee with Mrs Johnson serving as Chair Mr Matter 
reiterated his previous comments about the work the committee would do in a 4-6 week 
period 

Mayor Matter indicated he hoped this committee would be as successful as the current 
one working with the fire department Noting that Mr Coldwell was a fire department 
volunteer from day one and that he, himself, had been a member for about eight years, 
Mayor Matter recalled there was a period when there was a Hatfield-McCoy relationship 
between the City and the Fire Department Working together, we have turned this 
around to where we are a great team 

Among the suggestions by Mayor Matter were development of bylaws, guidelines, and 
the inclusion of a tnree member citizen panel, none of whom are currently associated 
with NBTV, 

Councilmember Swofford said he was willing to serve on the committee but suggested 
that it be left open to what the committee comes forward with as opposed to following 
the Mayor's suggestions exactly, adding that it would ultimately be Council's decision to 



accept any recommendations 

Mayor Matter agreed, saying his comments were a recommendation He, then, 
humorously added it was a "strong" recommendation which was met with laughter 

Councilmember Haugen asked for some clarification of the proposed three member 
subcommittee and if the citizen committee was to also be named M r  Matter said he 
was just looking for a motion for the subcommittee of Council 

City Attorney Gregg clarified that Council will adopt the guidelines and procedures this 
committee will recommend 

It was moved by Councilmember Braun, seconded by Councilmember Haugen, that the 
Council form an NBTV subcommittee composed of Councilmembers Johnson (Chair), 
Swofford, and Denman 

Motion passed 5 - 0 

In closing comments, Mayor Matter asked that everyone work together to cool off and 
resolve the recent issues If this can't be done, then shame on us, Mayor Matter said,
